Central Asia Fire Management Study Tour - September 2005
Objectives and Preliminary Schedule - Status: 19 August 2005

Introduction

Following the Regional Central Asian Forest Congress “Forest Policy: Problems and Solutions” (Bishkek, Kyrgyz Republic, 25-27 November 2004) which recommended the Central Asian countries to participate in the Global Wildland Fire Network it is now planned to conduct a Central Asia Forest Fire Management Study Tour. Representatives of the Republic of Kazakhstan (3 participants), Kyrgyz Republic (1), Mongolia (2), and the Russian Federation (3) will participate (see list on p.2).

The study tour will cover a transect between the Northern Mongolian forests to Irkutsk Oblast, via Buryatiya Republic, and focus on common problems of fire management and transboundary cooperation.

The study tour will end with a consultation of the Regional Central Asia Wildland Fire Network meeting in Irkutsk in September 2005. This meeting will be held in conjunction with the International Conference "Forest and Steppe Fires: Ignition, Spread, Extinguishing and Environmental Consequences" (Irkutsk, Russian Federation, 5-11 September 2005).

The study tour and regional network meeting will be sponsored by the Global Wildland Fire Network (funded by the German Foreign Office) and supported by GTZ Mongolia, Avialesookhrana of Russia, Korean Forest Research Institute (Regional Northeast Asia Wildland Fire Network) and the Pacific Forest Forum (Khabarovsk)

Draft Itinerary of the Study Tour

The Study Tour will start with a half-day meeting in Ulaanbaatar in which the tour participants and representatives of agencies involved in wildland fire management and monitoring, development projects and research will participate. It will be followed by a field visit along a transect between Ulaanbaatar and Irkutsk via Ulan Ude.
